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     The study was designed to identify the level of social interaction among high 

school principals in Kuwait and its relation to the exact school. The researcher 

followed the descriptive method of study. The sample consisted of (556) secondary 

school teachers in Mubarak Al-Kabeer  Governorate in Kuwait. The results showed 

that the level of social interaction among high school principals in the State of Kuwait 

from the point of view of the teachers is average. The study found that there were no 

statistically significant differences in the sample of the study on the social interaction 

levels among secondary school principals The study also found that there were 

statistically significant differences in the sample of the study on the social interaction 

levels among secondary school principals in Kuwait due to the variable of scientific 

qualification in all fields. Except for the field of parents. The differences were in favor 

of post-graduate students, and the level of school control among high school 

principals in the State of Kuwait from the point of view of teachers reached a high 

level. The study concluded that there were no statistically significant differences in 

the estimates of the study sample members Secondary schools in the State of Kuwait 

were attributed to gender and experience variables. 
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 It also found that there were statistically significant differences in the estimation of 

the members of the study sample for the level of school discipline in the secondary 

school principals in Kuwait due to the variable of scientific qualification. between 

fields of social interaction and school discipline. The strongest relationship was 

between students' field and school discipline. Based on the findings, the researcher 

recommends providing training courses for school principals to enhance social 

interaction with the community and school staff, and increase community involvement 

in school matters by empowering school principals to increase the school's dealings 

with the local community.
