The third chapter dealt with theoretical side of restorative justice as 

reflected by the national and regional legislations, divided into several 

branches: 

First branch studied the restorative justice according to the 

international standards and principles and the global efforts in the field 

of juvenile justice,  seconded branch took Restorative justice for 

juveniles according to the regional and international standards which 

dealt with a summary of the most important conventions and regional 

efforts in the field of juvenile justice. Third branch dealt the restorative 

justice for juvenile according to the Jordanian legislations comparing it 

with International standards, and clarify what Jordanian project 

contents of and it’s Compatibility, incompatibility with International 

Standards, where an analytical study of the Juvenile Law was 

conducted to show aspects of compatibility with international principles 

and standards on the one hand, and aspects of the conflict on the 

other. 
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 The fourth chapter pursued an applied approach included statistics 

from practice, where divided into three sections as follows: 

The first talking about the role of the police agencies in  the field of 

juvenile justice , second branch was about role of judiciary in the field 

of restorative justice , third branch about the role of MOSD in 

restorative justice field. 

 

The fifth Chapter was a Conclusion, the Restorative justice approach 

not Applicable as required in the Jordanian legislation which is 

inconsistent with the International Standards and Principles, The 

recommendations of this study apply some amendments to the 

Juvenile Law and prepare a Strategy to activate the approach of 

restorative justice for juvenile on the ground, and finally references list.   
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
