the Mongolian leader Swewtay used men , women and children 

to penetrate his strongest enemies and armies by collecting 

information and always he was the winner and he attributed his 

victories to the spying and not to the military  boldness  or 

courage in spite of their importance. 

Suntoos described the importance of the intelligence in the war 

by saying (your knowing the states and yourself in hundreds of 

battles will not expose you to loss and when you ignore the 

enemy and know yourself then your opportunity in the victory or 

loss is equal and if you ignore yourself and your enemy then be 

sure that you will be the looser)  and the French military  leader 

Napoleon said (the leader who manages war operation without 

intelligence about it doesn t know anything about his industry) . 

During the WW2the fears of the USA aggravated from the 

intelligence information that it obtained which indicated that a 

group of scientists who were working with Hitler developed the 

pace of the jet airplanes and balist missiles  crossing the 

continents and they are about to manufacture the atomic bomb 

that can be put in the missiles and planes to  shoot them down 

on the allies and their armies in England , France and Russia in 

addition to  attack New York city the matter that motivate the 



 

  

allies to stop this activity by air attack targeted the factories of 

those weapons . 

In the 21th century the importance of intelligence multiplied in a 

very quick and strange way that its role  was not only collect 

information about the armed forces , their movement , the 

methods of their fighting and the constituents of  their 

armament and the studying of their leaders personalities  and 

the general characteristics of their soldiers but this role is 

expanded with the expanding and the development of the world 

and technology and it includes also political and economic 

studies in addition to the military studies  about the enemy and 

friend peoples, analyzing the attitudes and inferring the results 

quickly and accurately at the same time to serve the purposes 

defined there to and achieving the goals they sought in the time 

and place required. 

The fear of the states from the unknown motivated them to pay 

great attention to the intelligence systems then how if those 

states possess the basics of strength and entrepreneurship like 

USA which their intelligence systems played the roles that 

cannot be ignored in any objective analysis of American 

national security and as it is a huge and important database of 

very sensitive information it was many times the main referent 

in the important, right ,accurate and quick decision and in spite 

of the scandals of the American C.I.A and other intelligence 

systems the thing that cannot be denied that each president of 



 

  

USA doesn't find his character  except through the intelligence 

systems , they are his policy  in the work and they are his top

and unique states .  

The American intelligence systems passed through different 

paths since the end of the WW2 and the decades of cold war 

between USA and the Soviet Union and their allies then the 

exchangeable  penetration operations escalated between the two 

parties , the thoughts war and the violent appearing of the state 

and the collect of the information and gaining them have a 

significant importance in a lot of  international crises that 

invaded the world at that time and the American intelligence 

systems were innovative in the pre recognition in preparing the 

accurate perception of the international political position and 

building the right and successful strategies. 

At the end of the cold war A great attention were paid by the 

American intelligence systems to treat the new 

threats  emanated  from the removing of the effect of the 

balancing pole at that time (Soviet Union) and by the influence 

of geo strategic factor and the demographic , housing,

All that explains  the influence of the American intelligence 

systems in the process of policy making and decision taking in 

the USA.

after 11th\september and forced USA to take a comprehensive 

reorganization  of the intelligence community in a different way 

that harmonizes with the requirements of American national 

security in the 21th century and the reflection of its effects on 

the international security and peace.

The intelligence and security systems  functions at any state are to

their recommendations and predictions, they are  world in itself that 

some of people inside USA name them the hidden government as 

they determine the choices and  make the security decisions 

emanated from their secret activities in collecting information and 

analyzing them and then the foreign policy is drawn. Throughout the 

cold war and after it American intelligence systems  have a unique 

role in succeeding the American foreign policy and this is illustrated 

in the unraveling of Soviet Union and its fragmentation into 15 new 

states and the USA dominated in managing the world affairs thus, it 



 

  

is expected in the recent and distant future the importance and roles 

of these systems increase according to the threats renewed in the 

international policy firistly are the continuity of USA in leading the 

world and to possess the international political regime, the non 

allowance of competitors appearing as well as the war on terrorism 

and the preventing of mass destructive weapons diffusion that 

threaten American national security and USA high interests, The most 

important conclusions that the author reaches:- 

1. The theory of American national security grown and developed in 

many stages and across time affected by basic events in the 

human being history as from Monroe principles in 1823, the two 

world wars, the cold war, the collapsing of Berlin wall, the 

emergence of the new international order of one polar leads by 

USA  and the coincidence of globalization phenomenon with new 

international order the matter that led to the changing of vital 

environment of the American national security from the  period of 

Isolation  in the18th century to the period of connection with the 

international security and peace  in the 21th century and this is 

unprecedented situation in the history of international relations 

that the national security of one state be in this vital 

environment and if the USA was able to maintain its national 

security then it is very difficult to define the perceptions 

about  the nature of the international relations that will dominate 

through this century and the greater difficulty is to draw  the 

image of the international order if the USA failed to maintain its 

present national security. 



 

  

2. Through the above mentioned periods the national security 

expressed the USA high policies and interests directly and USA 

followed contradicted policies  to maintain the national security 

and protecting its interests in the different regions of the world 

the matter which motivated it to  participate in external wars 

actually or by its supporting the allied regimes that participated 

the war there with  as well as it endeavored to build democratic 

political regimes similar to its political order in the states that 

surrendered to its dominance and political influence and 

incorporated them in its international economic order based on 

the market economy and it formulated political, economic, military 

and security relationships with Totalitarian regimes in a way that 

serve the requirements of the American national security in the 

period of the international poles and after it despite the criticism 

directed there to in the fields of human rights and democratic 

basic liberties. 

3. To ensure the continuity of American national security and protect 

it from threats, challenges and risks inside and outside USA it has 

been required to renew federal intelligence systems that are able 

to collect and analyze  human and technical information, 

supporting the institutions of political decision making and to 

show them to the decision taker in very difficult, critical and 

complex conditions and in short and compacted times and in 

reality  those systems were able to provide the decision taker with 

options and alternatives during its  managing of many 

international political crises. 



 

  

4. USA federal intelligence system witnessed vertical and horizontal 

development after the WW2 and after the cold Totalitarian war and 

the events of September 2001 based on many principles and the 

most important among them are the specialization   in the tasks 

and duties ,defining the work fields and the coordination , 

cooperation and integration among the intelligence systems 

across the umbrella of American national security to close the 

security gaps and this is implemented through the system of 

legal, administrative and technical legislation formulated across 

consequent time decades accompanied the different developments 

time decades accompanied the different developments  the USA 

witnessed in away that enable those systems to confront the 

different external threats and internal challenges and risks in all 

their images and forms as well as the above 

mentioned  intelligence system is characterized with the 

mechanisms of security decision making and its coordination with 

the high circles of political decision taker. 

5. USA intelligence system emanated from the womb of the 

democratic political system that it embodied the state philosophy 

and it formed its political, ideological, constitutional and legal 

system and thus it subjugated to the controlling system named 

(democratic questioning) represented by the hierarchal 

managerial  controlling from the executive power, legislative 

power, judicial power and the financial power to audit its secret 

budget, it is a special control that take secret aspects into 

consideration for the work of intelligence systems and it 



 

  

guaranties the performance safety according to policies put there 

to and its non contravening the laws in force. 

6. The USA intelligence systems were able to perform their task in 

high proportion of superiority according to what have been 

defined there to of intelligence goals and policies  decided 

through the following reasons: 

A. Their continuous accompanying of the scientific technique and 

their  superiority on all states and considering them as a base 

in their intelligence work . 

B. They are  characterized with realism by, re evaluating the 

intelligence policies, strategies and plans they depend there 

upon and that led through time decades to carry out 

consequent administrative and technical reforms on different 

levels in a way that achieves the best results to confront 

threats, challenges and risks. 

C. Creating the twining situation between the  intelligence society 

and the academic society and the openness between them and 

the investment of different  scientific activities for the favor 

of  the task assigned  with those systems. 

7. American strategic thought after WW2 witnessed an important 

development by the interaction of a large  spectrum of scientists 

and theorists in different specializations and this thought has 

been grown through the specialized institutions to apply those 

futuristic  visions and theories based on the principle of 

comprehensive scientific planning to gather, prepare and 

manage  the state resources in a balanced form and the state 

institution management in the war and peace time  efficiently 



 

  

especially in the defense and external aspects the matter that led 

to the flowing of great strategies branch in their turn to branch 

specialized strategies like the strategy of American security that is 

subjugated to many amendments accompanied USA roles and 

obligations on the level of international relations the matter that 

help the intelligence systems  to perform the tasks assigned there 

with successfully during the violent battle between C.I.A, and 

K.G.B , in addition to the world  economic and political conflicts 

at the present and that didn t recourse to the armed conflict 

except in the high necessity . 

8. The new international order imposed new challenges and threats 

for the USA national security among them the international 

terrorism, and the modern  technical progression  in the 

communications means  and the states endeavor to gain mass 

destructive weapons  that become the main keys to distribute 

influence and power  in the world the matter that led the USA 

to  modernize new posts in its intelligence systems among them 

the ministry of homeland security, the post of national intelligence 

director in addition to the carrying out of legislative amendments 

that were among sacred human rights like the eavesdropping on 

citizens phone calls and others and all that came after 

9th September events and their effects on American national 

security that indicates the vitality and efficiency of American 

intelligence system and its adaptation with the international 

variables. 

9. Through the model of American intelligence system and compare it 

with other intelligence systems in the world we find that  the 



 

  

concept of the state put forth itself in the field of intelligence work 

as the intelligence systems are connected with the existence of 

the state and its continuity and not with the existence of variable 

power that reach to the rule in time periods connected with 

elections or undemocratic means and then the variable power 

can  affect those systems legislatively and executively for            

a defined time  but it cant touch their main dependents and they 

are different from some of the dictatorial third world states in the 

problem of the relationship between the rulers and the intelligence 

systems and which one rules the other and if the systems 

controlled the ruler then they govern the system through him and 

if the ruler controlled the intelligence systems then their focus will 

be transferred from confronting  the external enemy to the 

elimination of the foe. 

10. The theory of national security of any state based on main 

principles aims to maintaining the state high interests and as 

these interests are variant in their priorities between states 

according to the situation of the international order and the 

circumstances surround them then the security and intelligence 

systems must adapt to those circumstances and variables and 

create new policies, means and styles to ensure the achievement 

of the high interest.
